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The longing for comfort has never been more urgent. Many in our world are living with pain and sorrow 
and uncertainty. Many are mired in degrading poverty and endure a gruelling struggle with daily hunger. 
Some are lonely and isolated, with friends and family out of reach. Perhaps they face their final days and 
hours with no one but strangers around their bedside. When the Covid-19 pandemic was first spreading 
around the globe, even the solace of a funeral at which to mourn loved ones and celebrate their lives was 
impossible for some.  

The pressure that we experience is like being in a confined space, or having a heavy weight placed upon us. 
We long for the relief and release of entering a spacious place, and also to know that God is present with 
His people, and can bring them encouragement, hope and comfort.  

When Jesus saw that his disciples were strained to the limit, he didn’t demand more of them. He looked at 
them with understanding and love, accepted their vulnerability, and told them they needed a day off. A 
time to relax.  

“Come with me by yourselves to a quiet place and get some rest.” (Mark 6:31)   

Remember a garden where you’ve been happy, perhaps your own garden or another. Think about it. 
Imagine being there with a companion, someone you love. Let their presence in your memory bring joy 
and comfort. Sit together in silence and picture the garden in your mind. The lawn, the hedges, the flower 
beds and shrubs, the colours. Enjoy it.

And calm the tempest within us with the gift of yourself;
