Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) - a treaty agreed in 1994 which has 197 Parties (196 countries

and the EU). The 2021 conference, hosted by the UK, together with our partners Italy, in Glasgow, will be
the 26th meeting of the Parties, which is why it's called COP26.)
