The Spirit of the Lord is upon me,

for he has anointed me to bring Good News to the poor.

He has sent me to proclaim that captives will be released,

| bet when Jesus read those words out nearly 2000 years ago, and then claimed to have fulfilled them,
those hearing him would have been stunned: You could have cut the atmosphere with a knife. For when
Jesus made this claim, Israel was occupied by the Romans, taxation was high, and people worked all day
long just to get enough food to survive. The ruling class were corrupt and the big decisions that affected
national life were made in Rome, not Jerusalem. The people were powerless. All around hope and favour
seemed to be in short supply.

However, the hope and feel-good factor that Jesus is offering is not one that will quickly fade like the
winter sunshine. Jesus is offering good news that will last forever. It is news about God’s care and love for
all humanity. It is news about having a way of relating to him, and to others, by looking at Jesus and
believing in his teachings and the way he lives his life. It is about creating a new society that doesn’t just
count material possessions as the only measure of blessings, but it is about relationships.

This new society unites rich and poor, weak and strong, male and female in equal partnership. People from
every nation are invited into a new family.

In spite of all that’s happened in the last two years, we can trust that there is a new season on the horizon.
For with every ‘race’ we run, Jesus is right next to us, giving us new life and building our faith, not just for a
season, but for eternity.

Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a huge crowd of witnesses to the life of faith, let us strip off
every weight that slows us down, especially the sin that so easily trips us up. And let us run with
endurance the race God has set before us. (NLT Hebrews 12: 1)

As we continue our race, we must prepare for the long haul in front of us, each playing our part in the
team and tackling the hurdles as they come along. Together, we can win this race, and believe that 2022
will not be the same as the two years we have left behind, but a year of experiencing new and fresh
blessings.
